CALL TO ORDER 

Councilman Joe Davis convened the meeting at 4:30 p.m.   
        

Councilman Davis requested a moment of silence in remembrance of Michelle Hansen, whose funeral 
was earlier today, who was a friend, colleague, and a true person who we benefited as a City in having 
here.

 APPROVAL OF MINUTES FROM PREVIOUS MEETING 
Minutes from December 11, 2017 were approved as read. 
 

  
POLICE DEPARTMENT 
 

A. New Business –  
Secretary Samantha Cooper explained that there were revisions in some of the previous Police Stats 
(October and November). Updated and corrected stats were given and explained. 
 
Councilman LeJeune inquired about what happened on Thursday night at McDonalds. Captain 
Taylor explained that it was two customers at McDonalds who were having an unknown issue, and 
the manager ended up calling her husband for some reason. He showed up and it escalated from 
there. Someone said there was a gun involved that had been pulled out; this was not confirmed by 
the Police. One of the vehicles of one of the parties involved got damaged in the process. We had 
four, possibly 5 or 6 police units respond and deescalated the situation, but took well over an hour.  
 
Councilman Scott asked who was going to be taking Lt. Yelding’s (recently retired) place for 
Support Services at the Police Department. Captain Taylor stated Lt. Hempfleng laterally 
transferred to his position, so he is now the Lieutenant over Support Services (Corrections, Dispatch 
and Animal Shelter). He stated that Sgt. David Smith was promoted to Lieutenant, and moved into 
the Lieutenant position over Patrol. Sgt. Ardis laterally transferred to the Sergeant position in 
Detectives.  
 
All of the stats were presented. Councilman Goodlin asked about money seizures that are listed in 
the November Stats, stating that it seemed like a large amount. He inquired as to what that process

is and where that money goes. Captain Taylor stated it depends on where it comes from, if its apart 
of the Interdiction team, there is a breakdown of certain percentages that each agency gets that is a 
part of that team. He stated it goes into an account, but that money can only be spent on certain 
things. He asked if it is tracked through our budget, which it is. He inquired as to what a typical 
amount is per year that our department gets. Captain Taylor stated there isn’t a real consistent 
amount; it just depends on the particular activity for that year. He stated about 3 or 4 years ago, 
there was a large bust on the interstate where around 1.2 million dollars was seized. Our department 
got about $300,000 of that, but it took about 3 or 4 years to actually get it.  
 
Councilman Scott inquired about the statistics for the DARE/SRO section, stating that there were no 
listed students instructed. Captain Taylor stated that Sgt. Robin Snider retired in September, and 
SRO Jaimie Huffman is currently going through DARE training and certification. That number 
wouldn’t normally be that way, we just are currently working on getting SRO’s DARE certified to 
instruct and teach. 
 
Councilman LeJeune inquired about the number of euthanized animals listed on the corrected stats 
for October. He stated the numbers seem very high (32). Captain Taylor stated he would check into 
this, as it does seem high. Councilman LeJeune stated that our animal shelter is very good about not 
just euthanizing animals.  
 
Councilman Davis spoke about the second reading on Papa George St. He stated his latest 
communication with the people within that community is that they are highly suggesting a four-way 
stop somewhere in Historic Malbis. Davis stated that we try to suggest that they encourage 
individuals to talk with their POA and HOA to determine these issues, and then let that body come 
and present/represent their concerns and suggestions to the Public Safety Committee.  

   
 
FIRE DEPARTMENT 

 
A:  New Business –  
 Chief White presented his activity reports. Councilman Goodlin asked if there are any type of 

follow ups in regards to False Alarms, or any type of sanctions after that. Chief White stated that we 
don’t implement any sanctions or fines in regards to that, some cities do but we don’t. He stated that 
most are unintentional and that we don’t get enough of these calls to justify charging.  

 
 Chief White stated he is currently going over apps for the part-time positions. He is waiting for the 

books to come in for the promotion exam for the Lieutenant position that is open.  
 
 Councilman Scott inquired about the $677,000 property loss amount listed in the November stats. 

Chief White stated we had a house in Lake Forest completely destroyed. There was a large fire on 
Schooly, with 6 residential fires in November; it is very easy for costs to add up. He stated we 
responded to 2 structure fires that they assisted with in Fairhope last week due to heat/space heaters; 
but we have not had any in Daphne due to this reason so far. 

 
Old Business – Chief White stated that Fire Station 2 is finally completed. He stated there are a few 

items that have to be ironed out. The roof still has no 3
rd

 party certification on it, and after the rain 
over the last few days several leaks were found. City Attorney Jay Ross stated that he spoke to a 
contractor a few hours ago, and he stated that he wasn’t aware of the problems and asked for Chief 
White to call him tomorrow in order to get this fixed. He stated Kelly suggested was possibly to 
take that money and come and have a 3

rd
 party come in and fix it. 

 
 

OTHER BUSINESS –  
 
Councilman Goodlin inquired about if a site plan was ever obtained from Adrienne for the property at 
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French Settlement. Councilman Scott stated he had not gotten a chance to speak to her. He stated that 
from his understanding originally there was supposed to be an access road right there into the church 
property, however the developer went bankrupt. He didn’t know if there was a solution at this time, but 
the church still owns that property and has future plans for it. Councilman Goodlin stated that he 
understood and at this time we cannot hold the developer liable for anything.  
  
Councilman Scott inquired to Public Works Assistant Director BJ Eringman about the status of the stop 
sign that is supposed to be installed on Frederick. He stated that there are some concerns with traffic and 
some other issues going on there. Scott stated he almost witnessed someone get killed there today and 
this area needs to be addressed. BJ stated he thinks there is an easement there. He stated that they have 
the signs to do it. Scott that a resolution has already been passed to put this sign in, but we can’t get 
anyone to install anything. Davis asked for a status report if it doesn’t go in with their thinking, but this 
needs to happen and happen immediately.  
 
City Prosecutor Jay Ross stated the Judge will be giving a recommendation regarding the City 
Prosecutor position that will be opening in the spring once Jim Scroggins retires (current City 
Prosecutor). Councilman Scott stated this is something that needs to be opened up and go through the 
interview process. Councilman Rudicell stated this is something we need to figure out, how we want to 
advertise and the process we want to go about in hiring a new replacement. Councilman Davis stated he 
would like to try and make sure Judge Hoyt is here at our next meeting so that this can be addressed and 
he can offer his opinion and recommendation. Mr. Ross stated this position is currently on a flat 
fee/salary for everything in a contracted position. It is currently a 3 year professional services contract. 
He stated this is something that the council will decide that they want to stick with and/or adjust when it 
comes to the new prosecutor being hired.  
 
Chief White asked the committee to recall Mrs. Harris being here last month to address the committee 
regarding speeding issues on Wilson Ave. He stated he has been over in this area several times over the 
holidays and the digital speed sign that was posted in this area to help with these issues; he felt, has 
done wonders over there in sorting those people out who live along this area.  
    
Councilman Goodlin inquired if there is a resolution with the concerns that were previously address in 
Lake Forest. BJ Eringman stated public works has not been contacted by the HOA and/or any resident 
regarding this. Councilman Davis stated he had contacted the HOA in Lake Forest and they had not 
been notified from her of these concerns and/or what they might be able to do to correct it. Davis stated 
he suggested to her that she get with the HOA in order for something to be done. She has not contacted 
them. Davis stated, as the chair, he will reach out again to her and the HOA to see where they are in this 
process. Councilman LeJeune stated this will likely have to be something that is brought up in the 
Public Works meeting, and a motion will have to be made there in order to get something done. 
Councilman Goodlin stated it likely is not conducive for guardrail, but maybe some type of warning 
sign, reflectors or rumble strips might be effective and do what is needed.

WHEREAS, the City of Daphne has evaluated the funds held in the Money Market Account and 
determined that investing an amount into a CD held at a bank that participates in the State of Alabama 
SAFE (Security for Alabama Funds Enhancement) Program meets the investment requirements in 
accordance with the Code of Alabama Title 41, Chapter 14A, Code of Alabama. 
 
 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF 
DAPHNE, ALABAMA, as follows: 

 
1) Authorizes the Mayor and Finance Director to take all the steps necessary to immediately 

invest $500,000 from the General Fund pooled Money Market Account into a CD for a 
period of one (1) year through Trustmark Bank at the current interest rate (currently 1.69%); 
and 

2) The Mayor and is hereby authorized to execute such application and any and all additional 
documents necessary to carry out the purpose of investing these funds on behalf of the City 
of Daphne.
